Job & Supply Sign-up

Each family is requested to sign-up for three or four “jobs.”  In this way the work is spread out so we all can enjoy ourselves.  If you do not sign-up for jobs, you will be assigned.
Lodgers - you are responsible for stripping your beds per instructions, emptying garbage & leaving your room picked-up

Campers - you are responsible for being sure all garbage & supplies are packed/removed from campground & bathhouse

· Clean-up crew for Saturday & Sunday breakfasts (later-risers) – Four or five families
· Organize sports activities & bring equipment – Two or three families
· Organize evening campfires - Get wood bundles from Tower Hill & start fires & be sure they're put out properly - Two families
· Glow sticks for kids – Bring enough for the children for both nights
· S’mores supplies - Forks for marshmallows 
· Supply Arts & Crafts materials – Three families
· Supply games, puzzles, cards for indoor fun – Three families
· Lead closing worship - using past worship template, chose scripture, songs, prayers & inspirational reading, bring bulletins 
· 2 people to plan
· 1 Song leader 
· Camp Photographer – One or two
Take photos, burn to disk or post on photo-sharing site, have them developed & create display at church

· Schrag & Edwards main hall & kitchen clean-up on  Sunday – Five or Six families (both campers & lodgers)
Clean out refrigerator, consolidate all food and disperse to families returning it to Illinois, sweep, carry out garbage & recycling

· Transport left over food and materials to FCCGE- Four or Five families
· Leftovers are often distributed amongst attendees or donated to PADs or food pantry
· Transport recycling back to Illinois to put on your curbside - Two or Three families
